We are pleased to announce the 5th Euroconference

KNOWLEDGE SYSTEMS IN TEXT AND TRANSLATION
to be held at the Aarhus School of Business, Denmark, 

on 13-15 March 2003 

This is the second event in the new high-level scientific conference series 'Text and Translation'. (The first event took place in March 2002 at the Charles University, Prague, Czech Republic, and the third event will be held in March 2004 at the Saarland University, Germany.) The conference series is open to scholars interested in promoting the dialog between experts and young scientists in the field of text and translation from linguistic, cognitive, historical and cultural perspectives. The series is organized in collaboration with CIUTI Academy and CIUTI (Conférence Internationale d'instituts Universitaires de Traducteurs et Interprètes).
The format is that of a small-scale interactive conference with a high number of invited experts and a relatively large proportion of PhD students. This format should provide PhD students, more experienced scholars and experts with ample opportunity to discuss ideas and projects and should facilitate networking within our fairly new research field. In order to achieve an efficient and truly interactive conference format, the number of participants is limited.

Call for papers

Papers should be based on research. 

Papers are given 45-minute slots, in which the speaker may use 10-15 minutes for his/her presentation, leaving the remaining 30 minutes for interactive discussion. Papers are presented to the full conference or, in case of young researchers, in parallel workshop sessions. We intend to organize thematic sessions based on a selection of paper proposals. Potential participants, individually or in teams, are invited to suggest specialized workshops. 

Speakers are encouraged to use computer-assisted presentations, transparencies and/or handouts. Presentations may be given in English, German, French or Spanish. Speakers who give papers in other languages than English are encouraged to prepare particularly helpful handouts etc.

Upon acceptance of a paper proposal (see guidelines below), speakers will be asked to hand in an extended abstract (see details below). The extended abstracts will be made available to the conference participants in good time before the conference, so as to optimise interactive discussion throughout the conference.

The focus of the conference will be on translation and interpreting from the perspective of knowledge systems in text. ‘Knowledge systems’ cover concepts like scenes and frames (Fillmore), mental spaces (Fauconnier), idealised cognitive models (Lakoff), semantic networks, and topics studied in cognitive semantics (Langacker) or in relevance theory (Sperber/Wilson), to name just a few possibilities. 

We especially welcome papers on translation and interpreting in the following domains:

1) Models of knowledge representation

2) Knowledge representation and text

3) Expert knowledge representation and text genres

4) Contrastive knowledge systems in text and translation

5) Knowledge transfer in text and translation

This list should not be seen as exclusive. Papers using other frameworks are welcome.

Guidelines for the submission of paper proposals and extended abstracts

2.1
Paper proposal 

A paper proposal may comprise a maximum of 500 words exclusive of references. It should contain the proposer’s name, affiliation, postal address, and e-mail address. When printed out, the title and body should fit on a single page of 12-point type, with a margin of 2 cm. This document will be read by the programme committee for evaluative purposes.

Paper proposals must be handed in no later than 1 October 2002. The programme committee will notify those who submitted proposals by 15 November 2002 (by e-mail) whether their proposal has been accepted.

Extended abstract

Extended abstracts must be written in English and should indicate the language of the presentation. The abstract should comprise between 2000 and 3000 words exclusive of references. Further information will be sent to speakers upon acceptance and will also be available on the conference website. The deadline for submitting extended abstracts is 15 January 2003.
